“The SMS landscape continues to evolve bringing new challenges and opportunities to businesses 

looking to utilize the most popular form of communication to connect with customers and businesses,” 

said Sheahan. “In 2024, we were able to be part of meaningful conversations about how to address 

existing challenges – like the fact that many small and medium-sized businesses are having their texts 

blocked and many don’t even realize it – and offer business leaders new ideas on how to utilize texting 

to make it more effective than ever before. We’re helping businesses remain compliant with federal and 

industry rules that many businesses still are not aware of, and we’re preparing to announce exciting new 

software enhancements in 2025.”  

 

As a company, Red Oxygen added to its growing development team in 2024 and hosted multiple team 

strategy meetings in the company’s Australian office. The company also remained active within its 

partner organizations including Cloud Communications Alliance, an organization formed to provide a 

unified voice for the communications industry and to lead into the next generation of converging 

networks, technologies and services, and others.
